The meeting began at 1300.  Mr. Wheeler opened the meeting by commenting on his 

relationship with the TWG Chairs.  TWG Chairs work with him and the purpose of this

meeting is to have two-way communication with eye-to-eye contact not having to communicate

with email all of the time.  


3. Reviewed Old Action Items (2 Nov 00):

Action Item 00-02:  Send AF White Paper on TWG requirements to TWG chairs for coordination.  TWG chairs will review and provide comments to Major Rice who will consolidate and forward to Vicki Barry.  Status:  Vickie Barry briefed recommendation.  Proposed changes will be distributed.


Action Item 00-03:  DISA Net is currently required to access the pilot database.  Many TWG Chairs don’t have access to the DISA Net and inquired about obtaining access.  Major Rice briefed steps for TWG Chairs to apply for accounts.  

AI 00-04:  Mr. Wheeler told Mr. Denning of the Distributed Computing TWG to focus on J2EE and SOAP.  To assist, Mr. Diskin should brief the Distributed Computing TWG on the 5.x plans with an emphasis on J2EE.  Briefed action item at meeting. Closed.

New Action Items:  Note:  For more details please review 2 Feb 01 TWG Chair Action Item slides.

AI 01-00:  Provide the TWG Chairs the schema to the pilot requirements database created by Mr. Cartagena. 

AI 01-01:  Provide TWG Chairs an import mechanism to input information into the requirements database created by Mr. Cartagena.

AI 01-02:  Review and pick the best requirements trace ability matrix for tracking requirements.

AI 01-03:  Brief the COTS locator tool at the 4 May 01 TWG Chair meeting. 

AI 01-04:  Request TWGs, AOGs and GCCS submit list of frustrations with configuration management (CM) to Major Rice.  This information will be used to prep Mr. Wheeler for his CM IPR in Montgomery AL


AI 01-05:  Brief Developers Tool Kit at 02 Mar 01 AOG meeting. 

AI 01-06:  Generate list of 2-letter service/agency identifier that will be used for tracking requirements to include the Advisory Groups.

AI 01-07:  Send email to TWG Chairs informing them where they can review the website to determine the status of segment testing. 

AI 01-08:  Send guidance to TWG Chairs if it is possible to change a current newsgroup posting by cutting and pasting or does changes have to be implemented by submitting a new posting.  

AI 01-09:  Discussed next meeting of the SSD-MD (XML) sub-panel of the DAS TWG.  It will include a briefing on SOAP.  Action:  Paul Denning will have someone from the Distributed Computing TWG to attend the meeting.  Provide guidance on SOAP lock down to make it secure. Paul Denning will provide feedback.

AI 01-10:  Determine criteria for which products will be evaluated.  For instance, it would be good to have some guidelines for product evaluation criteria, e.g., who is going to segment, how does it fit with other COE segments, does it follow standards etc

AI 01-11:  AOG Representatives will identify their Designated Requirements Submitter (DRS) and forward this information to Major Rice

Discussed Advisory Groups:  The question was asked what is the difference between a TWG and an Advisory Group.  Mr. Wheeler explained that advisory Groups are small community of interests within COE that crosses functional and technical lines within the TWG structure.  TWGs are not to do the bidding of any particular service agency.  Advisory Chair is to provide a meeting place for a whole community to discuss what they want.  Advisory Group Chair will be a Designated Requirement Submitter.  They will submit requirements directly to TWG Chair.  The goal is to track 2ltr identifier through process.

Discussed Requirements Process Briefing: Issues discussed at the 2 Feb 01 meeting has been incorporated in the revised requirements process white paper.

· Discussed RTM: We are not trying to grow 3x SRSs.  Mr. Wheeler informed everyone not to do anything with 3x SRSs

· Discussed Product Nomination:  Requirements only need one sponsor—not two.  Every COE component should be used somewhere in the COE. 

Discussed J2EE: J2EE is being segmented for 4x:  Mr. Wheeler would like to see component containers as segments.  Products issue versus segment issue.
