The initial COE Correlation sub-TWG was conducted on 13 Dec 01 at the DISA 

Skyline Eagle building.  Purpose of the sub-TWG was to introduce a focused 

effort on improving the COE correlation capability.  Highlights follow:


(1)  The Correlation sub-TWG is chaired by Dean Baird, who will run it as 

a component of the COE COP TWG.  Attendees require Secret clearance minimum 

and need to represent programs that either currently do use, intend to use, 

or are current or planned contributors to  the COE correlation engine (copy 

of Dean's intro brief is attached).


(2) Dr Charles Voas provided an overview of the current COE correlation 

engine and related processes (copy of his brief is attached).


(3) Dean and Dr Voas co-presented an overview of the Extensible Tactical 

C4I Framework (XTCF) project, which is an R&D effort in support of the COE 

to provide a framework for plug-in correlators and related data.  Copy of 

this briefing has been provided to service/agency leads.


(4) Dean solicited service/agency leads to contact him direct re interest 

in partnering with DISA on XTCF.  It is the COE PM's intent to introduce 

XTCF at the Feb PM/CE Flagship Panel.


(5) Dean will provide an overview of the initial Correlation sub-TWG at 

the Jan COP TWG, which is sked for 17 Jan from 0900-til and will be held at 

the DISA Skyline Eagle building, room 1N45.


(6) Date of the next Correlation sub-TWG is unknown at this time.
