Meeting Summary: 

1. Review of Miscellaneous MCTWG Related Events.  Mark Maybury updated the group on JFCOMM J9 intent to use the Defense Collaboration Tool Suite (DCTS) in an upcoming Millennium Challenge.  This will be the first large scale fielding of the tool suite.  Michael Krutsch indicated that he had heard a rumor that the Navy was sending message traffic regarding the use of IRC and ICQ on government networks.  Dean Baird has copies of the email traffic on the topic and will forward to Mark so that the problem can be assessed and the MCTWG can form a response if needed.  A representative from Latitude Communications has contacted both Dean and Mark about their collaboration product MeetingPlace.  Mark forwarded information to the members of the MCTWG; if there is sufficient interest we will contact the vendor for additional information and a demonstration of their product.  Tod Lloyd introduced himself as the new Army representative.  Klaus Rittenbach asked if anyone was familiar with an Army project on tele-maintenance.  If you have information on this effort please respond to Klaus and copy Michael and Mark.  There was a question about the final report from the JBC on their collaborative tools investigation.  Michael will try and find out when the report will be published.

2. Presentation of Pilot Proposal for Collaborative COP.  Michael presented his proposal to pilot an interim solution for a Collaborative COP (CCOP).  The presentation was made to the MCTWG as a dry run prior to presenting it to the COPTWG and to solicit input from the members.  The following suggestions were made, and actions were generated:

· Talk to field users of COP who are already experimenting with IRC to coordinate their efforts.

· Develop Use Cases in parallel with the pilot fielding.  The Use Cases can be used to help determine formal requirements for follow-on COP development.

· Investigate ELVIS II, a proprietary web based COP-like client that includes some collaborative capabilities

· Include in the proposal initial configuration information that could be used to help users stand up immediate support for crisis or quick response.

· Provide additional information on typical bandwidth requirements for these kinds of tools

Michael will make changes to the presentation, information and sources will be provided by Dean and Chuck Voas.

There was sufficient interest among the members present that Dean and Chuck will arrange for the MCTWG to receive a presentation on ELVIS II, and the Advanced Battlefield Awareness ACTD.  The ABA ACTD might be the place to conduct the CCOP pilot.
