DII COE Multimedia/Collaboration Services Technical Working Group (MCTWG) 
Meeting Minutes
Friday, March 13, 2001

Attendees:

The DII COE Multimedia and Collaboration Services Technical Working Group (MCTWG) met from 1:00PM - 5:00PM via multi-point VTC and teleconference in Bedford, Reston ,Fort Monmoth, Hurlburt Field, Langley AFB, and Rome Labs. The following individuals were in attendance (in no specific order): 
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Meeting Summary: 

1. Status of Collaborative COP (CCOP).  Michael Krutsch presented an overview of the efforts on CCOP since the last MCTWG.  Michael met with Dean Baird (COPTWG Chair), Mark Kuzma (PM for ABA ACTD) Jesse Pirocchi (DII COE Chief Engineer’s Office) and …  There was a general discussion of the CCOP proposal and how the MCTWG and the COPTWG were collaborating to come up with a set of requirements for a CCOP.  Mark Kuzma gave a short overview of the Advanced Battlespace Awareness ACTD because the ABA ACTD is being considered as a home for the pilot of the CCOP.  Mark was interested in our efforts and would like to be kept informed as the concept takes more shape and gets closer to actual fielding.  During the meeting Dean asked about our efforts to find out more information on ELVIS II and US Navy efforts on collaboration.  Jesse took an action to provide points of contact on the ELVIS program, Dean agreed to provide points of contact for the US Navy work.

2. Status briefing to the DII COE Chief Engineer.  Dr. Mark Maybury and Michael Krutsch provided a status briefing to Mr. Ken Wheeler (departing) and Mr. Doug Gardner  (replacement) on the work of the MCTWG.  Topics covered were the status of collaboration standards (status of approved, emerging, and those actually adopted in the marketplace), the status of interoperability, our work with the Collaboration Interoperability Working Group (CIWG), and our efforts on the CCOP.  Mr. Wheeler was very pleased with the update and thanked the MCTWG for its efforts.

3. Demonstration of MindAlign.  Several members of Parlano Inc. and Divine Inc. attended the meeting to provide a demonstration of their collaboration product.  MindAlign is a multi-user collaboration tool based on the IRC protocol with several enhancements to enhance the capabilities that are described in the protocol.  Pamphlets were made available to the attendees; additional information can be found at http://www.parlano.com.  Specific comments, questions and answers can be found in the attached demonstration notes.  In addition to the internet available trial system, Parlano was able to connect to a live system of one of their customers, UBS Warburg.  Despite the holiday a significant number of users were connected and doing real work.  The demo system features approximately 6000 channels (multimedia sessions); their client has almost 12,00 channels on their live system and there were 165 active users on the channel that was observed during the demonstration.  It is not unusual for there to be somewhere between 22,00 to 32,000 users active on any given day with approximately 12 million messages per month exchanges.  The Slides provided by Nazneen Saleem are also attached.   There was a request for pricing information; it is also attached to these minutes.
