Charter for the Defense Information Infrastructure (DII)

Common Operating Environment (COE)

Modeling and Simulation Technical Working Group (TWG)

1.0 Purpose

This charter establishes the DII COE Modeling and Simulation Technical Working Group (M&STWG). This M&STWG will support the DII COE Architecture Oversight Group (AOG) by providing a forum for identifying requirements for Modeling and Simulation (M&S) Applications, tools and utilities supporting M&S applications, established COE segments integrated into M&S components, and COE segments which inter-operate with M&S applications. As a Technical Working Group, this group will concentrate its efforts on technical issues regarding M&S applications, tools, and utilities, as well as integration points with other segments. 

2.0 Authority, Chairperson, and Membership

The authority for the COE M&S Technical Working Group is in accordance with the recommendations/actions of the DII COE AOG to form the M&S TWG, which provides the Services and Agencies a mechanism to address M&S issues within the environment in the DII COE. Each Service/Agency may designate one or more technical representatives to participate in the meetings and activities of the M&S TWG. 
The Defense Modeling and Simulation Office (DMSO) will designate and sponsor a M&S TWG chairperson. This person will be responsible for calling and conducting regular meetings, coordinating TWG efforts as defined in 4.1, attending AOG and COE working group chair meetings, and providing input to the AOG on issues of concern to the M&S TWG.
3.0 Membership
Each CINC/Service/Agency represented at the AOG shall designate a voting member to participate in the meetings and activities of the M&S TWG.  Selection of these representatives shall be in accordance with the criteria detailed in the "Charter for DII Architecture Oversight Group (AOG) Technical Working Groups," Section 3.1.  Additions and subtractions to the voting member list can be accomplished through the authority of the AOG.  Non-voting membership to the M&S TWG will include technical advisors from key stakeholder organizations such as program developers, industry, and vendors.  Each CINC/Service/Agency shall provide funding to support M&S TWG participation, including time, travel, and other necessary resources.

4.0  Roles and Responsibilities

The M&S TWG provides a formal mechanism within the DII COE for accepting input from the Services and Agencies on requirements and issues related to M&S Applications, existing COE integrated segments, and supporting component segments.

4.1  Working Group Responsibilities
The M&S TWG shall address technical issues related to DII COE M&S Applications.  It shall:

(1) Document all requirements in this area in a Software Requirements Specification (SRS) document;   

(2) Document proposed requirements for segments which may provide services or support to M&S Applications or components in a Technical Requirements Specification (TRS) document;

(3) Prioritize all unmet requirements and provide the list to the DII COE Engineering office upon request; 

(4) Track (per release) how and by what product(s) the requirements are met in the DII COE through a Requirements Traceability Matrix;

(5) Provide clarification, as required, of requirements to M&S product developers, conduct preliminary design reviews (PDRs) of their products, participate in planning or execution of PDRs with the M&S TWG, and participate in critical design reviews (CDRs) chaired by the COE Chief Engineer;

(6) Advise the AOG, its TWGs and other Advisory Groups, and DISA COE Engineering Office about M&S issues;

(7) Support, facilitate, and encourage the segmentation of M&S Applications and supporting components;

(8) Participate in COE AOG, TWGs, and other Advisory Groups where M&S issues are likely to arise. 

(9) Provide advice to COE Engineering Office, DoD program offices, and potential segment developers on topics and issues concerning the effective integration of, or interoperability with, M&S segments or related component segments.

4.2  Member Responsibilities
M&S TWG members are assumed to speak for the CINC/Service/Agency/Organization they represent and are expected to articulate the technical position of that CINC/Service/Agency/Organization in working group discussions and decisions.  Members shall collect Service/Agency input on technical issues addressed by the M&S TWG and respond to action items on a timely basis.  Members are expected to provide feedback on working group discussions and decisions to appropriate individuals within their Service/Agency and to lobby for Service/Agency-level decisions. 

4.2.1 Voting Member Responsibilities
Voting Members of the M&S TWG (CINC/Service/Agency representatives) shall assume the following responsibilities:

(1) They shall attend (or provide alternate representation) CDRs and PDRs conducted by the TWG.
(2) They shall provide annual statements on specific service requirements for M&S components for consideration.
(3) They shall provide recommendations for segmenting current products or developing new products to fulfill requirements.
(4) They shall respond to requests for concurrence on CDRs, PDRs, Requirements Specifications, Position Papers, and other matters as put forth by the TWG chair or other Voting Members.
5.0  Changes to the Charter

The M&S TWG Charter will be reviewed at the request of the Chairperson or any of the voting CINC/Service/Agency representatives.
