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President Uses DVS to Address Troops





ARLINGTON, Va.—President George W. Bush used Defense Information System Network (DISN) Video Services (DVS) June 16 to address warfighters stationed overseas.  The President delivered his speech from MacDill Air Force Base in Tampa, Fla. using DVS technology to broadcast the message to troops in Afghanistan and Iraq.





DVS provides interoperable dial-up and dedicated subscriber services for point-to-point and multipoint video teleconferencing (VTC).  Through two separate feeds, the President was able to simultaneously see and hear the applause from troops in both Afghanistan and Iraq on two large video screens at MacDill AFB.  The speech was also broadcast commercially by CNN; viewers were able to see the President and the two remote locations all at once.





The event’s success further demonstrates that “DVS is one of the most interoperable services that DISA provides,” said Lieutenant Colonel Jacqueline James, chief of DVS.





The DVS Program Office received the request for support from United States Central Command (CENTCOM) on June 11 and conducted three separate successful tests from June 13 to 15.  To create the warfighter interface, the Iraq and Afghanistan locations were brought into a DVS Hub in Dranesville, Va. through Standard Tactical Entry Point (STEP) sites in Ramstein and Landstuhl in Germany.





CENTCOM VTC technicians reported that the broadcast went smoothly and experienced no impacts.
